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Johnny Webb is an exceptional entertainer who grew up in Highlands, N.C. He is the Lead Vocalist, Song Writer, Band Leader and plays the rhythm guitar. Johnny began     
playing music in 1957. His favorite country performers include George Jones, Gene Watson, George Strait, Alan Jackson, Travis Tritt and many more. He has compiled a large 
repertoire of songs from those performers. Some of his favorite songs include If I had you , Clear Blue Sky , and Farewell Party . Johnny does not limit himself just to country 
music. He also likes Country Gospel and Rhythm and Blues. When you hear him sing, don t close your eyes or you may forget where you are and think that you are at the Grand 
Ole Opry and that George Jones or some other famous entertainer is singing just for you.  

There are four other talented Locally-Grown & dedicated musicians that round out the band.  Having performed with a number of other successful bands both locally and     
outside this area, these men bring a wealth of on-stage experience to the group. Their relaxed Down-Home composure and the professional delivery of their musical material 
has consistently impressed audiences for years.  

Robbie, the drummer also sings harmony & a couple of lead vocals. Compared to Johnny, Robbie is a newcomer having only started playing music in 1973 - more than 30 
years ago and has been with Johnny longer than any of the other current members. Music that influenced him over the years include Country Music from the 60 s and 70s, Hard 
Rock, Pop and Rhythm and Blues. This interest gives him the broad base that makes him such a talented part of this group.  

Mickey began playing around 1960 and currently plays lead guitar and sings harmony for the group. If you are a guitar enthusiast you ll want to come see the various guitars he 
brings to the stage. In most cases he brings a minimum of two guitars to every performance and you will seldom see the same two at any two performances.    

Tommy ( "T.C." ) plays a Buddy Emmons double-neck steel guitar. T.C. earned a Purple Heart while serving with the U.S. Marines overseas. This seasoned Veteran of stage and 
service to his country will impress you with his ability to operate the many strings, pedals and levers of his steel guitar to provide you with such a tremendous sounds from this   
multi-stringed  instrument. No country music band is complete without a steel guitar!  

Skip started out playing lead and rhythm parts in 1960 and switched to bass guitar in 1966. A 5-String ESP C-305 Bass is now his preference. You'll hear Skip s bass lines on the 
albums that this group has cut, as well as on earlier recordings made with a group that he and Mickey were in before they joined The J.W. Band and on a recent Christmas Album 
by The WONDERTONES. Like Mickey, Skip has an assortment of instruments. If you follow him to several performances you may get to see a couple of different bass guitars 
from his collection. Not only is Skip a musician, he is a HAM Radio Operator, a Mason and a Shriner.
